A Total Disaster  

We have been really pleased to see so many original and inventive design       
projects coming into our Year 4 classes. The children have been using their     
imaginations and craft skills to make 3 dimensional models on the theme of 

ôNatural Disastersõ.  So far we have 4 earthquakes, 1 forest fire, 25 volcanoes, 2 
wild fires, 6 avalanches, 3 tornadoes, 3 hurricanes and 14 tsunamis!   



Ruben:  Speaker, ladies and gentlemen of the audience, our motion is that we should not ban plastics. We wish to 
detail the many reasons why we should consider reducing plastic use, educating people on how to effectively use 
plastics, rather than ban the material completely.  
It is very easy to see the headlines in the news, stating that all plastic is bad and destroying the planet, and to align 
our views with this. However, we also think that we all know by now that plastic is an essential material in our     
everyday life, from plastic containers for food to vital medical equipment. We all know we couldnõt live without it. 
Even though some people think plastics have done damage to our planet, it has still presented many benefits to the 
way we live.  
Since 1907, plastic has helped to preserve goods, whilst reducing weight in transportation (which saves fuel and  
reduces greenhouse gas emissions). But é think for a moment é what if plastic products were used as they should? 
Think about when we are all in school or work é our pens are made of plastic, our rulers are made of plastic, and 
even our tables and chairs are made out of plastic! Before this, we used to write on slate boards or in required ink 
with a nibbed pen! These are all vital to our learning and education.  

Furthermore, transportation vehicles, such as aeroplanes, cars and helicopters, all integrate plastics into their make
-up. Most importantly, for safety as plastic is such a strong and malleable material. Without these how would we go 
abroad or travel the world safely?  
If we take a closer look at the problem - I believe we will discover that plastic is not the problem at all. Rather the 

problem is us, humans. But I hope that once you have heard all of our evidence and concerns, we will be able to  

convince you not that we shouldnõt ban plastics, as the opposition suggests, but rather reduce them.                                 

Bella:  As a team, we believe that we should NOT ban plastic completely. However, we should stop using needless 
single -use plastics as many plastics do have a use and I am going to evaluate plastic against some of the               
alternatives.   
One example is that plastic packaging for food is convenient for consumers: clear so that shoppers can view the item 
they are purchasing and, most importantly, the food stays fresher for longer. When considering the alternatives,   
biodegradable plastic bags take the same amount of time to rot, so is there really any point in changing it? Moreover, 
single -use paper bags as an alternative are made from trees contributing to deforestation. Deforestation that is     
destroying animalsõ habitats, their homes! Poor pandas, dying koalas, endangered squirrels. Surely making synthetic 
plastic (as long as it is used and disposed of correctly) is better than destroying these defenceless animalsõ homes? Of 
course, the opposition may evidence that plastic is infecting other habitats, however that is not the fault of the     
material. Rather, the people have not be educated to use it properly, and the authorities have not provided people 
with an option to dispose of correctly.  
A 2018 Danish Study, looking at the number of times a bag should be re -used before being discarded, found that the 
ôgreenõ re-usable bags found in supermarkets should be used 37 times to meet the life. Whereas paper bags need to 
be used 43 times and cotton bags a whopping 7,100 times! How many of us would keep a cotton bag for 7,100    
shopping trips?   
Our proposal is that the alternatives for plastic are just currently not feasible. For example, imagine a bike helmet. 
These are made of plastic for safety, not to mention it is lightweight and can be moulded to different sizes so that it is 
comfortable. What alternatives could be used? Metal? Too heavy, and wonõt absorb any damage before reaching the 
head. Cardboard? I donõt think so. Why risk our lives by using alternatives to plastic, when plastic is the best       

option?   

Matthew:  One main reason we shouldnõt ban plastics is that this material plays an important role in our medical, 
health and safety resources. For example, plastic is utilised in creating hygienic gloves, masks, pacemakers, inhalers 
and drips. Imagine that someone you know has come back from fighting for our country in the armed forces and in 
the process has been injured, perhaps even lost a limb fighting for us. Doesnõt he deserve the right to have a plastic 
limb replacement? Just think, the alternative would be to have an uncomfortable, heavy metal, unrealistic limb that 
weighs 10 kilograms. Would you be able to carry that around?  Should he or anyone not receive the best option 
available to him?   

In addition to the effectiveness of plastic in this area of medicine, Global Citizen states that plastics must be used in 
the medical profession due to the durability and malleability of the material. Think of all of the items that are made 
using plastics that add to the safety and convenience of our lives.  For example, contact lenses are made out of    
plastic. The alternative to plastic is glass, which is too heavy to wear and has the danger of breaking. Do you really 
think we should ban plastic, even after the use of it has saved millions of lives? Where would it leave the medical 

profession? And where would it leave us?  

Sharifa:  To conclude our motion, plastic was invented as a great alternative to cotton, glass and metal. It was     
invented to be re -used in many cases, not to be thrown away after a single use. Alternative such as cotton destroy 
habitats and the environment, whereas plastic can be re -used and lasts for many years to do so. Another example of 
an alternative to plastic is paper bags for shopping. These cost more to make than plastic bags and cause             
deforestation.   
Doctors and surgeons around the world need plastic for IV bags, gloves and thermometers as a way to prevent cross 
contamination and to ensure our safety. Also, plastic medicine bottles are easier to manufacture than alternatives, 
so that the medicine can get to the where it is needed more quickly.   
Should we risk our lives by banning plastic?  Just think to yourself of all the times plastic has been used to help a 
person or even save a life. Think of those amputees who NEED plastic to live a normal life. What if that was you, 
would you consider banning plastic then?  So, could we live in a world without this irreplaceable material? Now, la-

dies and gentlemen, it is your turn to decide é the choice is yours.
